PLEASE REVIEW OUR TRAFFIC SAFETY POLICY BELOW  

TO ENSURE THE SAFETY OF OUR STUDENTS, PARENTS 

AND STAFF. 
 

 

Dear Imagine Families: 

  

A Car Pick-up Safety task force was created to address teachers and staff concerns regarding safety at pick- up.   

We have established car pick-up rules to insure the safety of our students, parents and staff.  We ask that you abide by the 

rules and be patient during car pick-up.  Safety is our first concern! 

  

1.  If you must walk up to get your child you may now ONLY cross at the Eastern and Southern Crosswalks closest to the flag 

pole.  There should be no crossing anywhere else.  We realize there are times you need to go to the office or have a meeting at 

the school.  If not, we ask that you to go through the car pick-up line. There will be a teacher assigned to the crosswalks to stop 

traffic and ensure the safety of pedestrians crossing.  Under no circumstances can a student cross on their own.  They must be 

accompanied by the individual picking them up. 

 

2.  We ask that no one get out of the car in the car pick-up line.  Staff or safety patrol will see that your child is safely in their 

car. 

   

3.  Please be alert!  In the car line we ask that no one be on their cell phone and that everyone moves all the way forward to 

ensure good traffic flow. Be mindful of your speed.  Our speed limit is 5 mph.  

  

4.  If you don't already have your child’s name posted on the bright colored paper distributed at orientation on your 

dashboard, one will be provided for you at pick-up.  Posting your name sign will keep traffic moving faster. (If you want to 

create your own please put your child’s name, and grade of each child you are picking up).   

 

5.  Please refrain from conferencing with your child's teacher, or anyone else, in the car pick-up line. 

 

6.  There will be only one lane of traffic, closest to the sidewalk.  We believe this is for the safety of everyone.  We are 

concerned there will be an accident with the merging of vehicles. 

 

7.   Your child is instructed to remain seated with their grade level and wait until they are called to stand.  Please help to 

reinforce this with your child. 

  

We would like to post reminder signs, speed limit signs and find about 20 cones to aide in car pick-up.  If anyone is interested 

in helping to purchase these signs, help create these signs, or donate cones, please let us know.  Volunteer hours can be earned 

this way! 

   

Finally, we know that everyone's lives are busy.  We ask that you are patient and understand our primary concern is your 

child's safety.  Your children look to see if you follow the rules and exhibit good character.  Please be mindful of that while at 

the school.

GRADE LEVEL NEWS  
 

 
Pre-K  It is wonderful to all be under the same roof again and to be back at the main campus. March was a busy month 

for us. We learned about dental care and how to take care of our teeth. The children did a great job of telling the difference 

between healthy/not healthy foods and drinks. Mrs. Mullanack did a science experiment with the children that showed 

them what happens to our teeth if they are not brushed properly. They enjoyed discussing what they thought would 

happen and then later seeing the results.  

 

  

  



  

In April we will be learning about Dinosaurs! This is a favorite unit of most children. We will be discussing different types of 

dinosaurs, where they lived, what they ate and much more. If you have anything that you would like to share with the classes 

pertaining to this unit please feel free to send it in.

Kindergarten  Kindergarten students are enjoying their jobs at Micro Society.  All of the students are very 

busy at work.  They are learning the importance of responsibility and money management.  In reading we are beginning 

a new theme on "Animals all Around".  The students are working with developing their phonics, phonemic awareness, 

and vocabulary skills.  In math we are beginning a new unit on time and money. 
 

 
 

1st Grade  Can you believe that we are down to our last nine weeks of school?  First grade has been busy 

getting ready to do double digit adding and subtracting in math.  This is a concept that First Graders get excited about.  

In Science, we have been doing some different experiments to learn about Force and Motion.  Before break we also 

talked about the chicken and the egg.  In Reading, we have begun the Long Vowel sounds and we are learning about 

verbs.  With our different stories we have been talking about the problem and the solution.  We are also learning how to 

draw conclusions with our stories.   

 

 
 

2nd Grade Second grade had a fabulous week off for Spring Break!  They are well rested and ready to get down 

to business this last nine weeks.  Students are learning all about cause and effect, main idea, and making inferences in 

reading.  They are doing some cool hands on games/activities to help them better familiarize themselves with these 

skills.  Also in math they have started a unit on measurement.  So far we have discussed non standard units of 

measurements and standard units of measurements.  We are exploring inches, feet, and yards.  We will also learn about centimeters 

and meters as well.  In Science we just finished up a unit on Space.  Students learned the order of the planets from the sun.   They also 

looked up facts about a particular planet and gave an oral report to the class about the interesting facts they found.   

The second grade teachers would like to thank all of our wonderful parents for sending in all of the much needed items for our 

classes.

3rd Grade  There's only one more 9 week period to go.  Please help your child memorize his/her multiplication 

facts!!!  We will continue to work on multiplication and division until the end of the year.  We will even begin double 

digit multiplication before the end of the year.

4th Grade In math we are going to be conquering 3 digit by 2 digit multiplication and long division. Science 

brings us into the realm of planet Earth. Rocks and Minerals are the name of the game. In Florida History we will be 

reading, A Land Remembered. This will allow the students to follow the journey of an early Florida family as they 

struggle to survive in the harsh Florida wilderness. April is poetry month. The students will be reading and learning about how to write 

the many forms of poetry.
