Administrative News

of-field or who are not highly qualified are also required to pass the appropriate subject area exam. Out-of-field teachers must complete six
semester hours of course work each year until they complete the required certification or until their assignment changes. Should you have
any questions about these requirements, please call Joe Mills, 567-2728.
