We 

will do some fun activities with measurement.  In Reading, we just finished up a butterfly unit.  The students also 

learned the difference between a moth and a butterfly.

2nd Grade Second grade would like to say welcome back and Happy New Year.  It was great to see all the 

smiling faces on the children when they returned from our Winter Break.  They all had such wonderful stories to tell 

about their adventures they had during their time off.  Now it is back to learning and exploring new things.  In the 

upcoming weeks second grade will be comparing and contrasting fiction and nonfiction stories.  We had a story in our 

reading book that talked about the Rain Forest animals, so in science we decided to study the habitat of the Rain 

Forest.  Students are learning the different layers of the Rain Forest as well as what animals live there.  We will also experiment with 

making our own Rain Forest Terrariums.  To conclude our unit on the Rain Forest students will be making their own rain stick to take 

home and share.  In math we started on regrouping with subtraction.  We will be using hands-on manipulatives to better understand 

this skill and why we must regroup when we subtract sometimes.  Like always our doors are always open for volunteers.  If you are 

interested in coming in to help out during our reading centers or math center please contact your child’s teacher.
